Refers to persons aged 15 plus, who, during the census  
collection, were either employed or unemployed.  
Labour force = employed + unemployed.

 

Unemployment Rate 
Refers to the unemployed, expressed as a percentage of  
the labour force. 

No Fixed Workplace
When a person does not have a fixed address for work or does 
not go to the same location for work consistently. 

Part-Time 
Persons who worked full year mostly part time or part year 
mostly full time or part year mostly part time in 2015. Part year is 
less than 49 weeks and part time is less than 30 hours per week.
