In response to your inquiry regarding the Notice of Commencement for Nobleton we are pleased to
provide you with the following project background/information:

PROJECT BACKGROUND

The 2012 official population of Nobleton was 5,300 people and is currently spread across urban, rural
and agricultural areas. Nobleton is expected to have a potential population increase up to 10,800
people.

The purpose of this Class EA study is to evaluate the options and select a preferred solution necessary
to provide municipal servicing required to meet projected population growth in the Community of
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Nobleton. In addition, this EA will also address the future development of Greenfield lands currently
designated by the approved Nobleton Community Plan, and fulfill the Township of King’s infill
opportunities and intensification targets to 2041.

Existing Water System

The community of Nobleton is serviced within a single water pressure district. Nobleton is supplied by
three local wells (2, 3, and 5). System storage capacity is provided by the Highway 27 and Nobleton
elevated tanks.

The existing water supply system is not capable of meeting future demands and must be expanded.

Existing Wastewater System

Wastewater is conveyed from the Nobleton Sewage Pumping Station (located at 66 Janet Avenue) to
the Nobleton Water Resource Recovery Facility (WRRF) through 4.04 kilometers of 300mm forcemain
along King Road. The Nobleton WRRF (located at 7277 King Road) was commissioned in 2010 and has
a capacity to service a population of 6,590. The treated effluent from the facility is discharged to the
Humber River via 1.5 kilometers of 450mm concrete pipe along 11th Concession and through a
constructed wetland.

As with the water system the current wastewater system is not capable of meeting future demands
and must be expanded.

Nobleton's Municipal Class Environmental Assessment - Water and Wastewater Servicing

ONLY LOCAL SERVICING OPTIONS ARE AVAILABLE FOR NOBLETON

My main concern is that water and wastewater servicing options for Nobleton should
ONLY be considering local options. Land-use policies in the Growth Plan for the Golden
Horseshoe 2017, section 3.2.6 state that Nobleton, which is within the Greenbelt and is
serviced by its own local water supply, IS PROHIBITED from expanding its water servicing
through any Great Lake system like the YDSS.

NO CLEAR PROJECTION FOR NOBLETON POPULATION

With regard to expansion of population...there has been no determination of the projected
population for Nobleton to 2041, therefore it should be impossible to decide on water-
servicing without knowing the population for which any water servicing solution would be
needed.

Also, with regard to growth, and given that Nobleton rests within the Greenbelt area,
population growth MUST be LIMITED and there should be no expansion beyond the
settlement area boundary.

NOBLETON'S EA. PREMATURE

It would seem to me that this whole undertaking of an EA for water servicing for Nobleton is
premature. In fact, there are areas in Nobleton that still need to be serviced which should get
priority before other servicing for housing expansion is considered.

1) To understand the impacts this project may have on the Nobleton community, part of which is
situated on the Oak Ridges Moraine, has the study team accessed groundwater data from the Oak

Ridges Moraine Partnership?

Our analysis has considered the potential effects to groundwater and natural features within the study area. The
northern part of the Nobleton community is located within the Oak Ridges Moraine (ORM). The location of the ORM,
specifically the ORM Conservation Plan (ORMCP) was considered in the site selection process. Sites located outside of
the ORMCP boundary were scored higher than sites located within the ORMCP. Both potential new well sites
considered in Water Supply Alternative Al: Increase Capacity of Existing Well #2 in Combination with New Production
Well at Site F and Water Supply Alternative A2: Increase Capacity of Existing Well #2 in Combination with New
Production Well at Site H, are located outside of the ORMCP boundary. Our study utilized hydrostratigraphic data on
aquifers/aquitards for the study area from the YPDT-CAMC Tier 3 groundwater model. This is York Region's
groundwater model utilized to understand the hydrostratigraphy of the Nobleton Area for the site selection process. It
uses generally the same data set as the Oak Ridges Moraine Partnership model.

2) Does MNRF have a role in this project? i.e.Has the MNRF completed a risk assessment?
All relevant regulatory stakeholders have been included in the environmental assessment process. Regulatory

stakeholders are invited to take part in the consultation process and will be consulted as part of the approvals and
permitting process, as needed.

3) Has a water budget been completed and monitored for the source water protection area? Can you
share this data?

As part of York Region’s Source Water Protection program, a Tier 3 level Water Budget Study was required and
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informed the groundwater models being used by this study to assess potential new well sites. For more information on
source water protection, please visit York Region's Drinking Water Source Protection site.

4) Are you examining the impact of water conservation efforts, operational efficiencies and optimizing
existing infrastructure (as per the provincial, Places to Grow Plan) before considering new
infrastructure? What programs/processes have been undertaken in this regard?

The problem/opportunity statement for this environmental assessment highlights optimizing the use of existing
Regional infrastructure. The recommended water servicing solution minimized additional operations and maintenance
resources heeded and optimized existing infrastructure.

Encouraging Water Conservation To Reduce Usage was a long-listed alternative water supply solution. Although Water
Conservation did not pass screening because it cannot provide enough supply on its own, it is recommended
conservation be carried forward as an ongoing program in York Region, to help reduce water supply needs. To learn
more about Water Conservation in York Region visit www.york.ca/longtermwater.

5) Are planners, engineers and finance at York Region working together on the project team to create
an integrated plan for long term growth as part of the MCR, 2051 planning process?

This class EA study looks at the possibility of servicing future growth in the community of Nobleton within the urban
area boundary.

6) Prior to selection of a preferred alternative will full cost accounting of the project be undertaken to
understand the long term costs for capital, maintenance and on water and wastewater rates?

Each alternative was evaluated in terms of Economic criteria, including Capital Cost, Lifecycle Cost and Land Acquisition
Cost. Maintenance and operational costs were considered as part of the lifecycle cost. Water and wastewater billing
rates are managed by the Township of King’s jurisdiction.

Thank you for taking the time to review the materials and send a thoughtful response. As you read in the FAQs,
according to the province’s long-term plan, extending supply from a Great Lake’s source is generally only permitted if
the local groundwater supply is unable to meet the quantity and/or quality requirements. Since increasing groundwater
supply can meet the anticipated growth, both in quantity and quality requirements, a lake-based water supply is not
permitted. As you noted, we’ve heard the community’s concerns over water quality — we do want to assure you that
water supply complies with Ontario Drinking Water Quality Standards and is regularly sampled to meet high standards
for quality. More detailed information on drinking water quality and monitoring is available at york.ca/drinkingwater.
You can use the Interactive Reports Highlights dashboard at york.ca/drinkingwater to view more information on the
Nobleton Drinking Water System (DWS) and drinking water quality in the Nobleton DWS.

Water quality issues, including those you’ve shared below, such as iron, odour and taste have been raised and discussed
as part of this study. To address these issues there is an ongoing Region-wide groundwater treatment study. As you read
in the FAQs, the outcome of this study will include treatment recommendations for the Nobleton water system.

Thank you for the interest in the Nobleton Water and Wastewater Servicing Municipal Class Environmental Assessment
Study.

Connecting to Lake-based wastewater treatment systems was considered in this Environmental Assessment. Two
alternatives, Convey All Flows to Lake-based Treatment Systems and Maintain Existing and Convey Additional Flows to
Lake-based Treatment Facilities, were included in the long-list of wastewater servicing solutions. Both alternatives were
screened out as they did not meet the requirements of the Greenbelt Plan (2017) and were inconsistent with the
recommendations of the York Region Water and Wastewater Master Plan (2016). The Greenbelt Plan requires that
planning, design and construction of sewage and water infrastructure shall be carried out in accordance with the
policies in subsection 3.2.6 of A Place to Grow: Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2019). Subsection 3.2.6
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stipulates that “municipalities will not be permitted to extend water or wastewater services from a Great Lakes source”
unless it is “required for reasons of public health and safety.” The Master Plan, developed with consideration to
technical, environmental, financial, jurisdictional/regulatory and social/cultural screening criteria, recommended
“communities currently serviced by stand-alone water and/or wastewater systems will continue to be serviced by
stand-alone systems. These include Keswick and Sutton (Town of Georgina), Mount Albert (Town of East Gwillimbury),
Ballantrae (Town of Whitchurch-Stouffville), Ansnorveldt, Nobleton and Schomberg (Township of King).”

The recommended wastewater solution, expanding and upgrading the existing Janet Avenue Pumping Station,
forcemain and Nobleton Water Resource Recovery Facility and outfall scored highest of all alternatives, across all
criteria in this environmental assessment: natural environment, social, cultural, jurisdictional, regulatory, technical and
economic. This solution maximizes the use of the existing facilities, limiting environmental, social and regulatory risks by
confining expansion to the existing sites. It is also the lowest cost solution.

Please be advised that B&V’s response pertains to our current scope of work. The Region may want to augment the
response by providing details about other programs that the Region is undertaking to help alleviate the issues raised.

Considering the current concerns with the quality of water from the pumping stations on the aquifers,
augmenting the capacity can magnify the problem. Please comment. [Changing the production rate can
influence the amount of water drawn from different depths of the well and can result in a change in water
quality, although a water quality change, positive or negative, is not guaranteed.]

Is there a plan to connect Nobleton’s water supply network to “Ontario Lake Water” ? [No, Nobleton will not get
any surface-based water supply. Groundwater will remain as the primary water supply source for

Nobleton. Increasing the capacity of the existing well, in combination with a new production well, resulted in the
lowest overall impact after evaluating the natural environment, social, cultural, jurisdictional, regulatory,
technical and economic criteria. Also, since increasing groundwater supply can meet the anticipated growth,
connecting to the lake-based water supply is not permitted. According to the province’s long-term plan, A Place
to Grow: Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2019), extending supply from a Great Lake’s source is
generally only permitted if the local groundwater supply is unable to meet the quantity and/or quality
requirements.]

Is the City using sequestering agents in the potable water supply pipes that may be causing these undesirable
stains/deposits in residential fixtures ? [A sequestrant is currently applied to prevent staining from dissolved iron
and manganese and the Region is evaluating other alternatives, such as oxidizing filters, to mitigate iron and
manganese in the well water.]

As a resident of Nobleton, | received the notice for the Online Open House #3.
At this time, | don’t have any questions on the design concept, however | do have concerns on the recommended
solutions to support forecasted growth in Nobleton.

Over the past 4 years, since | made Nobleton my home, | have had to make multiple adjustments to my home water
treatment system, both for hardness control and iron removal.
Although hardness control is lesser of an issue, the ability to remove iron or not is indeed a concern.

The excessive iron in the water supply causes staining in all the plumbing fixtures, vanity sinks, toilet bowls etc. These
stains are practically impossible to remove.

The water quality may meet the federal/ provincial/EPA guidelines , however the staining on bathroom sinks is
undesirable and eyesore.

Below are my questions on the aforementioned context;
1. Considering the current concerns with the quality of water from the pumping stations on the aquifers,
augmenting the capacity can magnify the problem. Please comment.
2. Is there a plan to connect Nobleton’s water supply network to “Ontario Lake Water” ?

Nobleton’s water supply is provided by a series of wells and the groundwater supply is higher in iron content than from
surface (lake base) supplies. The iron content from the groundwater is the primary reason for the staining of your
fixtures and is an unfortunate bi-product of well based water supply systems. This issue is common to municipalities
that have well base system:s.

Water quality issues such as iron, odour and taste have been raised and discussed as part of this study and considered in
the recommended solution. York Region and the Township of King regularly sample the drinking water, as required by
the Safe Drinking Water Act, to ensure it meets high standards for quality. The water supply complies with the Ontario
Drinking Water Quality Standards. York Region is in the process of completing a Region-wide groundwater treatment
study (to try and address iron, odour and taste issues). The outcome of this study will include treatment
recommendations for the Nobleton water system. To learn more about drinking water quality and monitoring visit
york.ca/drinkingwater.

There are a few causes for water pressure concerns, some of which are under the jurisdiction of York Region, while
others are under the jurisdiction of the Township of King. The Environmental Assessment team is working closely with
the Township to resolve these issues where possible, as part of the overall water supply and generation of water from
the wells into the storage system. However, concerns specifically related to water pressure are the responsibility of the
Township of King. Any quality or pressure concerns should be directed to the Township of King. The number is 905-833-
5321 or you can email serviceking@king.ca.

Although the pressure issue could be an area wide issue which would also affect your neighbours (reason to advise the
township directly), it could also be a result of a leak within your system. Since you note that the pressure issue seemed
to occur concurrently with the activation of your sprinkler system you may also want to consider contacting your
sprinkler maintenance company to see if you have a leak within your sprinkler system. Even a small leak in the sprinkler
system could result in a noticeable drop in pressure within your house. An easy test to do on your own, if possible , is to
turn off the water supply to the sprinkler system and see if the pressure within the house improves.

Proposed Response

The map on page 3 is the only map showing both the service area and the study area. It
does not show the location of all of the water and wastewater sites discussed later in
detail. A complete map would have been helpful.

‘We will label the water and wastewater facilities proposed to be
expanded/upgraded on the map provided on Region’s web site to make it
clear.

The evaluation process mentions Financial criteria, yet we are advised in the Qand A
that there are no capital cost estimates. How could you rank the alternatives without
some costs? Mare on this in my comments on the Qand A.

Detailed cost estimates were not developed for all the design concepts. The
comparative evaluation method used looked at the extent of infrastructure
upgrades/expansion cost needed for each concept and were evaluated
relative to one another. Accordingly, a relative magnitude cost comparison
was utilized to assess the relative rank of the design concepts with respect to
cost.

On the wastewater solution, | couldn't tell from the map provided whether additicnal
land is required for the storage tank. If so, that could slow the project and the pipe
storage could be preferred. | have noticed on other EAs that two solutions get carried
forward.

The proposed storage tank will be located within the existing property
boundary of the Janet Ave Pumping Station site.

The assimilative capacity study for the Humber River was likely a key study to inform the
WWRF modifications. Is that study available to the public? | have one from an EA on the
Credit River and it was quite informative. It could also be used to determine through
future studies if more capacity-beyond 10,800 persons- is possible.

The assimilative capacity study was performed. This report will be appended
to the Environmental Study Report, which will be tabled for public review for
a mandatory period of thirty (30} calendar days.

It is my understanding that the 10,800 population is for 2031 and that the King
Township recent conformity exercise was also for 2031. Populations for York Region for
2041 and 2051 are the subject of the Region’s current MCR and are only in draft form at
this time.

This study looks at the possibility of servicing future growth in Nobleton up
to year 2041 which, based on the current Region of York planning
projections, is 10,800 people.

Again, | think this date should be 2031 as noted above. When planning for infrastructure
of a given demand (like a population of 10,800) it is unlikely that the selection of all the
components could hit this number precisely and most components would
accommodate a larger demand. At early stage of the design does the Region know what
this additional “freeboard’ might be? For example does the assimilative capacity of the
Humber exceed the 10,800 persons?

The purpose of this EA is to identify long-term water and wastewater
servicing solutions to support forecasted growth in Nobleton to 2041 (i.e.
10,800 additional people) while aptimizing the use of existing Regional
infrastructure. Infrastructure requirements will be designed to be as close to
this service population capacity target as possible. Although there may be
some inherit “freeboard” based on the technologies selected or works
constructed, the water and wastewater systems will be designed to satisfy
the projected growth target of 10,800 person. The assimilative capacity
study confirmed that the Humber River is able to accommeodate the
projected population expansion of 10,800 persons in combination with the
proposed wastewater expansion components proposed.

| think it is misleading to say that DCs will cover a majority of the cost. A majority could
be 51%. | think it is safe to say DCs will pay for 100% of the growth related costs. In this
instance | think these projects are all growth related

At this time, it appears that most of the cost will be growth related. A final
growth vs. non-growth share will be determined during the subsequent
stages, when the design is further solidified.

As noted previously, each alternative had a Financial test so some costing was
undertaken. We also know that King Township was presented with some costs for the
project and even one for the lake-based alternatives. | think this should have been
provided to the PIC participants

Detailed cost estimates were not developed for all the design concepts. The
comparative evaluation method used looked at the extent of infrastructure
upgrades/expansion cost needed for each concept and were evaluated
relative to one another. Accordingly, a relative magnitude cost comparison
was utilized to assess the relative rank of the design concepts with respect to
cost.

As a general comment, | am disappointed that the EA work did not consider the
buildout of the Nobleton Community Plan and thus ensuring the realization of a
‘Complete Community”. For instance it would have been helpful if, from all of the
studies undertaken and now in place, the Study would have provided a guidance
opinion that adding another 10,000 persons in Nobleton could be achieved with
reasonable upgrades. Or wording to that affect that would encourage planning officials
and political representatives to look at further allocations.

Our mandate to develop servicing alternatives was for a projected
population of 10,200. Flows and demands will be monitored, vis-a-vis growth
within the area, and studies for the next phase of expansion will be initiated
before the facilities reach their operating capacity such that the next stage of
expansions could be planned ahead of time.

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COMMENTS IN GREEN RELATE TO PREVIOUS EMAIL

Prepared for: The Regional Municipality of York
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Question and Answer Period

A summary of questions asked throughout the PCC meeting are summarized below according
to themes. Participants had questions on the EA study boundaries, water and wastewater
system growth and capacity, greenhouse gas emissions, potential hydrological impacts, water
conservation efforts, and cost and user fee implications of the study. Questions are denoted
with a “Q” and answers are denoted with an “A”.

Study Boundaries

Q: Will 13755 York Regional Rd 27 be part of the expansion? From the map, | see it right on the
edge near Hwy 27 and 15 Sideroad.

e A:This property is outside of both the project’s service area and study area, according to
the map on the project webpage. Though not guaranteed, future water planning
changes or studies may extend to that address however, it is not included in the study
today.

Growth and Capacity
Q: What are the population growth projections for Nobleton used in the study?

e A:The current population of Nobleton is just over 4,000 people, and this is based on the
2016 census and the planning that that the Township of King has recently completed. It
is expected that the population will grow to 10,800 people by 2041. That is the
projected population that the study is considering.

e Q: How many additional homes/buildings will this plan service?

e A:The capacity of both the water and wastewater plants will each be set at 10,800
people (the projected population of Nobleton in 2041). The number of residential
homes and commercial or industrial buildings to be serviced within that total capacity of
10,800 people is up to the local municipality (Township of King) to decide, but regardless
of this municipal service allocation, the Region will provide sufficient water and
wastewater capacity to serve 10,800 people.

Q: Why does there appear to be a discrepancy between the projected capacity increases
required for the water and the sewer systems to serve the future population of 10,8007

e A:Both systems are designed to serve 10,800 people. The discrepancy is due to the
different needs in technologies and equipment (e.g., wells and attenuation tanks)
required for the water and wastewater systems, and what technical capacity and flow
rates are required for each system to meet the overall capacity of 10,800 people.



Q: When would the current capacity of the current water and wastewater system be exceeded?
What is the maximum capacity to which this system can be expanded?

e A:Right now, the current water and wastewater design capacity for Nobleton set
through the previous EA has not been reached. New development under construction in
Nobleton was approved by the Township of King because their water and wastewater
needs would comfortably be accommodated within the current capacity. Once new
development would cause the current capacity to be reached, however, no new
development will be able to take place in Nobleton until the expanded capacity figures
from this EA (i.e., capacity to serve 10,8000 people) are approved and in force.

Q: If the 2051 population projection for Nobleton currently exceeds the planned growth capacity
of the treatment system, can this EA be amended or would a new EA be required?

e A:The current EA assumes a population target of 10,800 by 2041. But if later there are
indications that water and wastewater demand would stretch beyond that 10,800, then
the Region could either pursue a minor amendment to this EA or conduct a new EA.
However, before proceeding with those options the Region would look to explore how it
can maximize flow or twin pipes within the existing system to make sure that the system
expansion as planned for 2041 is being utilized to its fullest.

Emissions

Q: How can GHG (greenhouse gas) emissions be reduced at the Janet Street Pumping Station
rather than be increased? Can energy be provided through renewable sources that do not
produce GHG emissions?

e A: While emissions at the Janet Avenue Pumping Station will increase slightly from
today’s amounts, this is due to the additional water pumping and storage activity
required for the additional flow capacity to serve the 10,800-person target. However,
this increase in greenhouse gas emissions is negligible and the Region is looking to
recover some of this energy through biological processes that will potentially be
introduced later during a secondary expansion after the first round of expansion from
this EA. The Region is also taking measures to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and
reduce the cost of energy required for pumping, wherever possible.

Q: The Township of King plans to reduce its emissions by 45% in nine years and to net zero by
2050. Will this plan meet these goals?



A: The Township of King’s environment and energy professionals are very active in
setting King’s municipal goals for emissions reductions, but this is a question to be
directed to the Township. Please contact Service King at (905) 833-5321 or at
serviceking@king.ca.

Q: Given the international and federal emissions reduction targets and requirements, how can
York Region possibly build anything that will not meet them?

A: York Region is very proactive in pursuing green initiatives and using proven and
available green technologies. For example, the Region’s Bill Fisch Forest Stewardship
and Education Centre in Whitchurch-Stouffville is the only Living Building Challenge-
certified building in Canada. We will certainly consider how the Region can incorporate
environmentally friendly technologies in this water and wastewater capacity expansion
project.

Hydrological Impacts

Q: Would the infiltration be minimized with less pavement, more rain gardens, etc.? Is the high
infiltration due to heavy rainfall or snow melt events? Or are there other reasons for the
infiltration? Are there plans to reduce the infiltration? This places additional demand on the
wastewater recovery facility.

A: There are certainly permeable technologies used in modern infrastructure planning,
like permeable pavers and other permeable surfaces, to promote infiltration. With
regards to inflow, it can be difficult and can take a long time to identify sources of
inflow, such as groundwater or leaky pipes. While it is outside the scope of this EA, York
Region does have an inflow and infiltration project team that works with the Township
of King. Their job is to examine this topic and they are actively working on studies and
actionable plans to resolve some of the existing inflow problems within the community.

Water Conservation

Q: Is significant water conservation anticipated?

A: Water conservation is certainly something that we have considered in the selection of
the alternatives for this EA and in the estimation of overall water demand long-term.
Municipalities across the GTA, including York Region, have implemented changes in
building codes (e.g., low-flush toilets) and introduced other educational measures over
the past 20 to 25 years to improve water conservation. Water consumption per capita
has decreased over that time. However, it is important to note that on their own, water
conservation measures will not help us sustainably meet the proposed growth targets
for water and wastewater capacity.

Costs and User Fees
Q: Will development charges cover the cost of these upgrades?

e A: Development charges from new development in Nobleton are covering the cost of
the EA study (approximately $2.25 million), as well as the cost of the growth-related
infrastructure that will be built to expand the water and wastewater capacity to the
10,800-person service target. The final capital cost that includes both growth and non-
growth components will be determined at a later stage of the project once the

recommended solution or alternative has been selected. Regardless, development
charges will cover the majority of the total cost.

Q: What are the estimated costs for these suggested changes?

e A:The EA study’s cost is approximately $2.25 million. We currently do not yet have an
estimate of what the cost will be to expand the water and wastewater capacity to the
10,800-person service target through the alternative selected through the study.

Q: Do you anticipate these changes will increase user fees? If so, by how much?

e A: User fees are set by the Township of King. The Township would be best positioned to

This letter is in response to the Notice of Commencement for the above noted project. The Ministry of
the Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP) acknowledges that York Region has indicated that
the study is following the approved environmental planning process for a Schedule C project under
the Municipal Class Environmental Assessment (Class EA).

The attached “Areas of Interest” document provides guidance regarding the ministry’s interests with
respect to the Class EA process. Please identify the areas of interest which are applicable to the
project and ensure they are addressed. Proponents who address all of the applicable areas of
interest can minimize potential delays to the project schedule.

Since the proposed undertaking includes expansion of an existing wastewater treatment plant, an air
quality impact assessment is required. The proposed undertaking should conduct dispersion
modelling for the contaminants of concern from all the sources at the facility and compare against
0.Reg.419/05 Schedule 3 Standards. Please note for H.S and TRS, all averaging times should be
assessed. The contaminants of concerns from these types of operation include but are not limited to,
odour, TRS, H2S, mercaptans and ammonia. From other sources, such as combustion sources, NOy
should also be assessed.

In addition, the proponent should discuss the mitigation measures that will be in place for the
Nobleton Water Resource Recovery Facility expansion to minimize odour impacts at the nearest
existing and future sensitive receptors.

For any wastewater pumping stations, the proponent should discuss the potential odour sources and
the controls in place, if any. Also, NOy should also be assessed assuming a diesel generator is part
of the pumping station sources.

The Crown has a legal duty to consult Aboriginal communities when it has knowledge, real or
constructive, of the existence or potential existence of an Aboriginal or treaty right and
contemplates conduct that may adversely impact that right.

A Proponent’s Introduction to the Delegation of Procedural Aspects of consultation with
Aboriginal Communities
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AREAS OF INTEREST
It is suggested that you check off each applicable area after you have considered / addressed it.
[l Source Water Protection (all projects)

The Clean Water Act, 2006 (CWA) aims to protect existing and future sources of drinking water. To
achieve this, several types of vulnerable areas are delineated around surface water intakes and wellheads
for every municipal residential drinking water system that is located in a source protection area. These
vulnerable areas are known as a Wellhead Protection Areas (WHPAs) and surface water Intake Protection
Zones (IPZs). Other vulnerable areas that can be delineated under the CWA for municipal drinking water
systems include Event-based modelling areas (EBAs), and Issues Contributing Areas (ICAs).

Proponents that are proposing drinking water projects that expand the use of existing, or intend to develop
a new source of municipal drinking water, should be aware that the project may result in the delineation of
new, or require the amendment of existing, WHPAs / IPZ and other vulnerable areas. In addition, the
completion of other technical work to assess source water vulnerability scores within the new or expanded
vulnerable areas may be necessary. This technical work should be completed during the EA to inform
the study and be documented in the EA report. Further, the addition of new or amendment of existing
WHPAs /IPZ and other vulnerable areas may result in the development/extension of source protection
policies to areas where they previously did not apply. If source protection plan policies may apply to new
geographic areas as a result of any of the alternatives considered in a Class EA project, this information
should be documented and used to inform sections of the project file or environmental study report, such
as the identification of net positive/ negative effects of alternatives, mitigation measures, evaluation of
alternatives etc. The proponent should also consult with affected land owners about the impacts of
the project as it relates to any new source protection plan policies that may apply to them.

Per the recent amendments to the Municipal Engineers Association (MEA) Class EA parent document
approved October 2015, proponents undertaking a Municipal Class EA project must identify early in the
process whether a project is occurring within a source water protection vulnerable area. This must be
clearly documented in a project file report or environmental study report. Given this requirement, the
proponent should include a section in the project file or environmental study report on source
water protection. The proponent should identify the source protection area and should discuss whether or
not the project is located in a vulnerable area or has the potential to change or creates new vulnerable
areas, and provide applicable details about the area.

For assistance in determining whether the proposed project will require new technical work and potentially
require amendments to the source protection plan for this area please contact the Project Manager for
Drinking Water Source Protection at the local source protection authority. The source protection authority
can also provide you with assistance in determining whether an activity associated with the construction or
operation of the project may be considered to be a drinking water threat as per the CWA and will be able to
help determine whether there are policies in the source protection plan that may apply. The contact for
this project is Jennifer Stephens at jstephens@trca.on.ca or (416) 661-6600 x5568. Please
document the results of that consultation within the ESR and include all communication
documents/correspondence.

MEA Class EA projects may also include activities that, if located in a vulnerable area, may be considered
a threat to sources of drinking water (i.e. have the potential to adversely affect the quality or quantity of
drinking water sources) and could be subject to policies in a source protection plan. Where an activity
poses a risk to drinking water, policies in the local source protection plan may impact how or where that
activity is undertaken. Policies may prohibit certain activities, or they may require risk management
measures for these activities. Municipal Official Plans, planning decisions, Municipal Class EA projects
(where a project includes a drinking water risk) and prescribed instruments must conform with policies that
address significant risks to drinking water and must have regard for policies that address moderate or low
risks.
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More Information

For more information on the Clean Water Act, source protection areas and plans, including specific
Information on the vulnerable areas and drinking water threats, please refer to Conservation Ontario’s
website where you will also find links to the local source protection plan/assessment report.

A list of the prescribed drinking water threats can be found in section 1.1 of Ontario Regulation 287/07
made under the Clean Water Act. In addition to prescribed drinking water threats, some source protection
plans may include policies to address additional “local” threat activities, as approved by the MECP.

[l Climate Change

A guide has now been finalized: "Considering Climate Change in the Environmental Assessment Process

The Guide is now a part of the Environmental Assessment program's Guides and Codes of Practice. The
Guide sets out the ministry's expectation for considering climate change in the preparation, execution and
documentation of environmental assessment studies and processes. The guide provides examples,
approaches, resources, and references to assist proponents with consideration of climate change in EA.
Please review this Guide in detail.

o We expect proponents to:

1. Take into account during the assessment of alternative solutions and alternative designs, the
following:
a. the project's expected production of greenhouse gas emissions and impacts on carbon
sinks (climate change mitigation); and
b. resilience or vulnerability of the undertaking to changing climatic conditions (climate
change adaptation).
2. Include a discrete section in the ESR detailing how climate change was considered in the EA.

How climate change is considered can be qualitative or quantitative in nature, and should be scaled to
the project’s level of environmental effect. In all instances, both a project's impacts on climate change
(mitigation) and impacts of climate change on a project (adaptation) should be considered. Please
ensure climate change is considered in the report.

The ministry has also prepared another guide to support provincial land use planning direction related to
the completion of energy and emission plans. The "Community Emissions Reduction Planning: A
Guide for Municipalities" document is designed to educate stakeholders on the municipal opportunities
to reduce energy and greenhouse gas emissions, and to provide guidance on methods and techniques
to incorporate consideration of energy and greenhouse gas emissions into municipal activities of all
types. We encourage you to review the Guide for information.

[1 Planning and Policy

e Parts of the study area may be subject to the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Plan (2017), Niagara
Escarpment Plan (2017), Greenbelt Plan (2017), Lake Simcoe Protection Plan (2014), or Growth Plan
for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2017). Applicable policies should be referenced in the ESR,
and the proponent should describe how the proposed study adheres to the relevant policies in
these plans. The new 2017 provincial plans are now in effect.

e The Provincial Policy Statement (2014) contains policies that protect Ontario’s natural heritage and
water resources. Applicable policies should be referenced in the ESR, and the proponent should
describe how this proposed project is consistent with these policies.
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[1 Air Quality, Dust and Noise

o If there are sensitive receptors in the surrounding area of this project, an air quality/odour impact
assessment will be useful to evaluate alternatives, determine impacts and identify appropriate
mitigation measures. The scope of the assessment can be determined based on the potential effects of
the proposed alternatives, and typically includes source and receptor characterization and a
quantification of local air quality impacts on the sensitive receptors and the environment in the study
area. The assessment will compare to all applicable standards or guidelines for all contaminants of
concern. An Air Quality Impact Assessment is required for this project as per the letter.

e Assessments for NOxemissions from diesel generators are required for permitting of municipal
residential water systems. If a new pumping station will have a diesel generator system for standby
power, please include the NOx POl assessment as supporting documentation for the EA.

¢ Dust and noise control measures should be addressed and included in the construction plans to ensure
that nearby residential and other sensitive land uses within the study area are not adversely affected
during construction activities.

e The ministry recommends that non-chloride dust-suppressants be applied. For a comprehensive list of
fugitive dust prevention and control measures that could be applied, refer to Cheminfo Services Inc.
Best Practices for the Reduction of Air Emissions from Construction and Demolition Activities. Report
prepared for Environment Canada. March 2005.http://www.bv.transports.gouv.gc.ca/mono/1173259.pdf

e The ESR should consider the potential impacts of increased noise levels during the operation of the
completed project. The proponent should explore all potential measures to mitigate significant noise
impacts during the assessment of alternatives.

[0 Ecosystem Protection and Restoration

e Anyimpacts to ecosystem form and function must be avoided where possible. The ESR should
describe any proposed mitigation measures and how project planning will protect and enhance the
local ecosystem.

e All natural heritage features should be identified and described in detail to assess potential impacts and
to develop appropriate mitigation measures. The following sensitive environmental features may be
located within or adjacent to the study area:

e Areas of Natural and Scientific Interest (ANSIs) o Wetlands
e Rare Species of flora or fauna e Woodlots
o Watercourses

We recommend consulting with the Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry (MNRF), Fisheries and
Oceans Canada (DFO) and your local conservation authority to determine if special measures or additional
studies will be necessary to preserve and protect these sensitive features. In addition, you may consider
the provisions of the Rouge Park Management Plan if applicable.

[0 Surface Water

e The ESR must include a sufficient level of information to demonstrate that there will be no negative
impacts on the natural features or ecological functions of any watercourses within the study area.
Measures should be included in the planning and design process to ensure that any impacts to
watercourses from construction or operational activities (e.g. spills, erosion, pollution) are mitigated as
part of the proposed undertaking.

e Additional stormwater runoff from new pavement can impact receiving watercourses and flood
conditions. Quality and quantity control measures to treat stormwater runoff should be considered for
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all new impervious areas and, where possible, existing surfaces. The ministry’s Stormwater
Management Planning and Design Manual (2003) should be referenced in the ESR and utilized when
designing stormwater control methods. A Stormwater Management Plan should be prepared as part of
the Class EA process that includes:

e Strategies to address potential water quantity and erosion impacts related to stormwater
draining into streams or other sensitive environmental features, and to ensure that adequate
(enhanced) water quality is maintained
Watershed information, drainage conditions, and other relevant background information

o Future drainage conditions, stormwater management options, information on erosion and
sediment control during construction, and other details of the proposed works

¢ Information on maintenance and monitoring commitments.

Ontario Regulation 60/08 under the Ontario Water Resources Act (OWRA) applies to the Lake Simcoe
Basin, which encompasses Lake Simcoe and the lands from which surface water drains into Lake
Simcoe. If the proposed sewage treatment plant is listed in Table 1 of the regulation, the ESR should
describe how the proposed project and its mitigation measures are consistent with the requirements of
this regulation and the OWRA.

Any potential approval requirements for surface water taking or discharge should be identified in the
ESR. In particular, a Permit to Take Water (PTTW) under the OWRA will be required for any water
takings that exceed 50,000 L/day, with the exception of certain water taking activities that have been
prescribed by the Water Taking EASR Regulation — O. Reg. 63/16. These prescribed water-taking
activities require registration in the EASR instead of a PTTW. Please review the Water Taking User
Guide for EASR for more information. Additionally, an Environmental Compliance Approval under the
OWRA is required for municipal stormwater management works.

Groundwater

The status of, and potential impacts to any well water supplies should be addressed. If the project
involves groundwater takings or changes to drainage patterns, the quantity and quality of groundwater
may be affected due to drawdown effects or the redirection of existing contamination flows. In addition,
project activities may infringe on existing wells such that they must be reconstructed or sealed and
abandoned. Appropriate information to define existing groundwater conditions should be included in the
ESR.

If the potential construction or decommissioning of water wells is identified as an issue, the ESR should
refer to Ontario Regulation 903, Wells, under the OWRA.

Potential impacts to groundwater-dependent natural features should be addressed. Any changes to
groundwater flow or quality from groundwater taking may interfere with the ecological processes of
streams, wetlands or other surficial features. In addition, discharging contaminated or high volumes of
groundwater to these features may have direct impacts on their function. Any potential effects should
be identified, and appropriate mitigation measures should be recommended. The level of detail
required will be dependent on the significance of the potential impacts.

Any potential approval requirements for groundwater taking or discharge should be identified in the
ESR. In particular, a Permit to Take Water (PTTW) under the OWRA will be required for any water
takings that exceed 50,000 L/day, with the exception of certain water taking activities that have been
prescribed by the Water Taking EASR Regulation — O. Reg. 63/16. These prescribed water-taking
activities require registration in the EASR instead of a PTTW. Please review the Water Taking User
Guide for EASR for more information.
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Contaminated Soils

Since the removal or movement of soils may be required, appropriate tests to determine contaminant
levels from previous land uses or dumping should be undertaken. If the soils are contaminated, you
must determine how and where they are to be disposed of, consistent with Part XV.1 of the
Environmental Protection Act (EPA) and Ontario Regulation 153/04, Records of Site Condition, which
details the new requirements related to site assessment and clean up. Please contact the ministry’s
District Offices for further consultation if contaminated sites are present.

Any current or historical waste disposal sites should be identified in the ESR. The status of these sites
should be determined to confirm whether approval pursuant to Section 46 of the EPA may be required
for land uses on former disposal sites.

The location of any underground storage tanks should be investigated in the ESR. Measures should
be identified to ensure the integrity of these tanks and to ensure an appropriate response in the event
of a spill. The ministry’s Spills Action Centre must be contacted in such an event.

The ESR should identify any underground transmission lines in the study area. The owners should be
consulted to avoid impacts to this infrastructure, including potential spills.

Excess Materials Management

Activities involving the management of excess soil should be completed in accordance with the
MECP’s current guidance document titled “Management of Excess Soil — A Guide for Best
Management Practices” (2014) available online (http://www.ontario.ca/document/management-excess-
soil-guide-best-management-practices).

All waste generated during construction must be disposed of in accordance with ministry requirements.
Servicing and Facilities

Any facility that releases emissions to the atmosphere, discharges contaminants to ground or surface
water, provides potable water supplies, or stores, transports or disposes of waste must have an
Environmental Compliance Approval (ECA) before it can operate lawfully. Please consult with the
Environmental Assessment and Permissions Branch to determine whether a new or amended ECA will
be required for any proposed infrastructure.

We recommend referring to the ministry’s “D-Series” guidelines — Land Use Compatibility to ensure
that any potential land use conflicts are considered when planning for any infrastructure or facilities
related to wastewater, pipelines, landfills or industrial uses.

Mitigation and Monitoring

Contractors must be made aware of all environmental considerations so that all environmental standards
and commitments for both construction and operation are met. Mitigation measures should be clearly
referenced in the ESR and regularly monitored during the construction stage of the project. In addition, we
encourage proponents to conduct post-construction monitoring to ensure all mitigation measures have
been effective and are functioning properly.

Design and construction reports and plans should be based on a best management approach that
centres on the prevention of impacts, protection of the existing environment, and opportunities for
rehabilitation and enhancement of any impacted areas.

The proponent’s construction and post-construction monitoring plans must be documented in the ESR,
as outlined in Section A.2.5 and A.4.1 of the MEA Class EA parent document.
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Consultation

The ESR must demonstrate how the consultation provisions of the Class EA have been fulfilled,
including documentation of all stakeholder consultation efforts undertaken during the planning process.
This includes a discussion in the ESR that identifies concerns that were raised and describes how
they have been addressed by the proponent throughout the planning process. The Class EA also
directs proponents to include copies of comments submitted on the project by interested stakeholders,
and the proponent’s responses to these comments.

Class EA Process

The ESR should provide clear and complete documentation of the planning process in order to allow
for transparency in decision-making.

If this project is a Master Plan: there are several different approaches that can be used to conduct a
Master Plan, examples of which are outlined in Appendix 4 of the Class EA. The Master Plan should
clearly indicate the selected approach for conducting the plan, in particular by identifying whether the
levels of assessment, consultation and documentation are sufficient to fulfill the requirements for
Schedule B or C projects. Please note that any Schedule B or C projects identified in the plan would
be subject to Part Il Order Requests under the Environmental Assessment Act (EAA), although the
plan itself would not be.

The Class EA requires the consideration of the effects of each alternative on all aspects of the
environment. The ESR should include a level of detail (e.g. hydrogeological investigations, terrestrial
and aquatic assessments) such that all potential impacts can be identified and appropriate mitigation
measures can be developed. Any supporting studies conducted during the Class EA process should
be referenced and included as part of the ESR.

Please include in the ESR a list of all subsequent permits or approvals that may be required for the
implementation of the preferred alternative, including but not limited to, MECP’s PTTW, EASR
Registrations and ECAs, conservation authority permits, species at risk permits, and approvals under
the Canadian Environmental Assessment Act (CEAA).

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A PROPONENT’S INTRODUCTION TO THE DELEGATION OF PROCEDURAL ASPECTS OF
CONSULTATION WITH ABORIGINAL COMMUNITIES

DEFINITIONS
The following definitions are specific to this document and may not apply in other contexts:

Aboriginal communities — the First Nation or Métis communities identified by the Crown for
the purpose of consultation.

Consultation — the Crown’s legal obligation to consult when the Crown has knowledge of an
established or asserted Aboriginal or treaty right and contemplates conduct that might
adversely impact that right. This is the type of consultation required pursuant to s. 35 of the
Constitution Act, 1982. Note that this definition does not include consultation with Aboriginal
communities for other reasons, such as regulatory requirements.

Crown — the Ontario Crown, acting through a particular ministry or ministries.

Procedural aspects of consultation — those portions of consultation related to the process
of consultation, such as notifying an Aboriginal community about a project, providing
information about the potential impacts of a project, responding to concerns raised by an
Aboriginal community and proposing changes to the project to avoid negative impacts.

Proponent — the person or entity that wants to undertake a project and requires an Ontario
Crown decision or approval for the project.

. PURPOSE

The Crown has a legal duty to consult Aboriginal communities when it has knowledge of an
existing or asserted Aboriginal or treaty right and contemplates conduct that may adversely
impact that right. In outlining a framework for the duty to consult, the Supreme Court of Canada
has stated that the Crown may delegate procedural aspects of consultation to third parties. This
document provides general information about the Ontario Crown’s approach to delegation of the
procedural aspects of consultation to proponents.

This document is not intended to instruct a proponent about an individual project, and it does not
constitute legal advice.
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Il. WHY IS IT NECESSARY TO CONSULT WITH ABORIGINAL COMMUNITIES?

The objective of the modern law of Aboriginal and treaty rights is the reconciliation of Aboriginal
peoples and non-Aboriginal peoples and their respective rights, claims and interests. Consultation
is an important component of the reconciliation process.

The Crown has a legal duty to consult Aboriginal communities when it has knowledge of an
existing or asserted Aboriginal or treaty right and contemplates conduct that might adversely
impact that right. For example, the Crown’s duty to consult is triggered when it considers issuing
a permit, authorization or approval for a project which has the potential to adversely impact an
Aboriginal right, such as the right to hunt, fish, or trap in a particular area.

The scope of consultation required in particular circumstances ranges across a spectrum
depending on both the nature of the asserted or established right and the seriousness of the
potential adverse impacts on that right.

Depending on the particular circumstances, the Crown may also need to take steps to
accommodate the potentially impacted Aboriginal or treaty right. For example, the Crown may be
required to avoid or minimize the potential adverse impacts of the project.

lll. THE CROWN’S ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES IN THE DELEGATED CONSULTATION
PROCESS

The Crown has the responsibility for ensuring that the duty to consult, and accommodate where
appropriate, is met. However, the Crown may delegate the procedural aspects of consultation to a
proponent.

There are different ways in which the Crown may delegate the procedural aspects of consultation
to a proponent, including through a letter, a memorandum of understanding, legislation,
regulation, policy and codes of practice.

If the Crown decides to delegate procedural aspects of consultation, the Crown will generally:

e Ensure that the delegation of procedural aspects of consultation and the responsibilities
of the proponent are clearly communicated to the proponent;

e Identify which Aboriginal communities must be consulted;
e Provide contact information for the Aboriginal communities;

e Revise, as necessary, the list of Aboriginal communities to be consulted as new
information becomes available and is assessed by the Crown;

e Assess the scope of consultation owed to the Aboriginal communities;
e Maintain appropriate oversight of the actions taken by the proponent in fulfilling the
procedural aspects of consultation;

e Assess the adequacy of consultation that is undertaken and any accommodation that may
be required;

e Provide a contact within any responsible ministry in case issues arise that require direction
from the Crown; and

e Participate in the consultation process as necessary and as determined by the Crown.
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IV. THE PROPONENT’S ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES IN THE DELEGATED
CONSULTATION PROCESS

Where aspects of the consultation process have been delegated to a proponent, the Crown, in
meeting its duty to consult, will rely on the proponent’s consultation activities and documentation
of those activities. The consultation process informs the Crown’s decision of whether or not to
approve a proposed project or activity.

A proponent’s role and responsibilities will vary depending on a variety of factors including the
extent of consultation required in the circumstance and the procedural aspects of consultation the
Crown has delegated to it. Proponents are often in a better position than the Crown to discuss a
project and its potential impacts with Aboriginal communities and to determine ways to avoid or
minimize the adverse impacts of a project.

A proponent can raise issues or questions with the Crown at any time during the consultation
process. If issues or concerns arise during the consultation that cannot be addressed by the
proponent, the proponent should contact the Crown.

a) What might a proponent be required to do in carrying out the procedural aspects of
consultation?

Where the Crown delegates procedural aspects of consultation, it is often the proponent’s
responsibility to provide notice of the proposed project to the identified Aboriginal communities.
The notice should indicate that the Crown has delegated the procedural aspects of consultation to
the proponent and should include the following information:

e adescription of the proposed project or activity;

e mapping;

e proposed timelines;

e details regarding anticipated environmental and other impacts;
e details regarding opportunities to comment; and

e any changes to the proposed project that have been made for seasonal conditions or
other factors, where relevant.

Proponents should provide enough information and time to allow Aboriginal communities to
provide meaningful feedback regarding the potential impacts of the project. Depending on the
nature of consultation required for a project, a proponent also may be required to:

e provide the Crown with copies of any consultation plans prepared and an opportunity to
review and comment;

e ensure that any necessary follow-up discussions with Aboriginal communities take place in
a timely manner, including to confirm receipt of information, share and update information
and to address questions or concerns that may arise;

e as appropriate, discuss with Aboriginal communities potential mitigation measures and/or
changes to the project in response to concerns raised by Aboriginal communities;

e use language that is accessible and not overly technical, and translate material into
Aboriginal languages where requested or appropriate;

e bear the reasonable costs associated with the consultation process such as, but not
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limited to, meeting hall rental, meal costs, document translation(s), or to address technical
& capacity issues;

provide the Crown with all the details about potential impacts on established or asserted
Aboriginal or treaty rights, how these concerns have been considered and addressed by
the proponent and the Aboriginal communities and any steps taken to mitigate the
potential impacts;

provide the Crown with complete and accurate documentation from these meetings and
communications; and

notify the Crown immediately if an Aboriginal community not identified by the Crown
approaches the proponent seeking consultation opportunities.

b) What documentation and reporting does the Crown need from the proponent?

Proponents should keep records of all communications with the Aboriginal communities involved
in the consultation process and any information provided to these Aboriginal communities.

As the Crown is required to assess the adequacy of consultation, it needs documentation to
satisfy itself that the proponent has fulfilled the procedural aspects of consultation delegated to it.
The documentation required would typically include:

the date of meetings, the agendas, any materials distributed, those in attendance and
copies of any minutes prepared;

the description of the proposed project that was shared at the meeting;

any and all concerns or other feedback provided by the communities;

any information that was shared by a community in relation to its asserted or established
Aboriginal or treaty rights and any potential adverse impacts of the proposed activity,
approval or disposition on such rights;

any proposed project changes or mitigation measures that were discussed, and feedback
from Aboriginal communities about the proposed changes and measures;

any commitments made by the proponent in response to any concerns raised, and
feedback from Aboriginal communities on those commitments;

copies of correspondence to or from Aboriginal communities, and any materials distributed
electronically or by mail;

information regarding any financial assistance provided by the proponent to enable
participation by Aboriginal communities in the consultation;

periodic consultation progress reports or copies of meeting notes if requested by the
Crown;

a summary of how the delegated aspects of consultation were carried out and the results;
and

a summary of issues raised by the Aboriginal communities, how the issues were
addressed and any outstanding issues.

In certain circumstances, the Crown may share and discuss the proponent’s consultation record
with an Aboriginal community to ensure that it is an accurate reflection of the consultation
process.
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c) Will the Crown require a proponent to provide information about its commercial
arrangements with Aboriginal communities?

The Crown may require a proponent to share information about aspects of commercial
arrangements between the proponent and Aboriginal communities where the arrangements:

e include elements that are directed at mitigating or otherwise addressing impacts of the
project;

e include securing an Aboriginal community’s support for the project; or

e may potentially affect the obligations of the Crown to the Aboriginal communities.

The proponent should make every reasonable effort to exempt the Crown from confidentiality
provisions in commercial arrangements with Aboriginal communities to the extent necessary to
allow this information to be shared with the Crown.

The Crown cannot guarantee that information shared with the Crown will remain confidential.
Confidential commercial information should not be provided to the Crown as part of the
consultation record if it is not relevant to the duty to consult or otherwise required to be submitted
to the Crown as part of the regulatory process.

V. WHAT ARE THE ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF ABORIGINAL COMMUNITIES’ IN
THE CONSULTATION PROCESS?

Like the Crown, Aboriginal communities are expected to engage in consultation in good faith. This
includes:

e responding to the consultation notice;

e engaging in the proposed consultation process;

e providing relevant documentation;

e clearly articulating the potential impacts of the proposed project on Aboriginal or treaty

rights; and
e discussing ways to mitigates any adverse impacts.

Some Aboriginal communities have developed tools, such as consultation protocols, policies or
processes that provide guidance on how they would prefer to be consulted. Although not legally
binding, proponents are encouraged to respect these community processes where it is
reasonable to do so. Please note that there is no obligation for a proponent to pay a fee to an
Aboriginal community in order to enter into a consultation process.

To ensure that the Crown is aware of existing community consultation protocols, proponents
should contact the relevant Crown ministry when presented with a consultation protocol by an
Aboriginal community or anyone purporting to be a representative of an Aboriginal community.

VI. WHAT IF MORE THAN ONE PROVINCIAL CROWN MINISTRY IS INVOLVED IN
APPROVING A PROPONENT’S PROJECT?

Depending on the project and the required permits or approvals, one or more ministries may
delegate procedural aspects of the Crown’s duty to consult to the proponent. The proponent may
contact individual ministries for guidance related to the delegation of procedural aspects of
consultation for ministry-specific permits/approvals required for the project in question.
Proponents are encouraged to seek input from all involved Crown ministries sooner rather than
later.

Water and Wastewater Servicing in the Nobleton Community

Nobleton is in the Greenbelt. The NE section of Nobleton’s Urban Area Boundary 1s on the Oak
Ridges Moraine. Some of the land in Nobleton’s urban area boundary on the ORM has already
been developed and some has not yet been developed.

The Greenbelt Plan, the Growth Plan and the Oak Ridges Moraine Plan provide a lot of guidance
on the servicing for Water and Wastewater for Nobleton.

I

The Greenbelt Plan, section 2.1, says that the requirements of the ORMCP made under
the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Act, 2001, continue to apply.

The ORMCP, Part IIT Section 19 (3), states that lands in the Settlement Areas must obey
sections 21-26 and others.

Section 24 Watershed Plans, part 4 states that major development is prohibited unless 3
items are completed, including a water budget and conservation plan, prepared in
accordance with Section 25 (with its minimum 10 requirements) and demonstrating that
the water supply required for the major development is sustainable.

The Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2017), section 2.2.1 says that growth
will be LIMITED in settlement areas that are in the Greenbelt Area. (subsection 2b iii).

In the Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2017), section 3.2 Policies for
Infrastructure to Support Growth, 3.2.1, subsection 2 explains that planning for new or
expanded infrastructure must include:

¢) identifying the full life cycle costs of infrastructure and developing options to pay for
these costs over the long-term, and

d) considering the impacts of a changing climate.

The impacts of a changing climate are very important. What we do or don’t do regarding
our choice of servicing will also impact on the climate. Will the land be drier than before
because the temperatures are rising? With our choice of servicing, will too much water be
removed from the area and thus exacerbate the dryness expected because of climate
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change? How can we keep water in the area? Should we consider something radical,
returning cleaned water to each household? One pipe to take the sewage away, one pipe
to bring cleansed water back?

In the Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2017), section 3.2.6 Water and
Wastewater Systems, subsection 3,

“For settlement areas that are serviced by rivers, inland lakes, or groundwater,
municipalities will not be permitted to extend water or wastewater services from a Great
Lakes source unless:

a) The extension is required for reasons of public health and safety, in which case, the
capacity of the water or wastewater services provided in these circumstances will be
limited to that required to service the affected settlement area, including capacity for
planned development within the approved settlement area boundary.”

Since Nobleton has been assured by York Region that its water is potable, this EA must
only look at local solutions for water and wastewater and cannot involve Lake Ontario
water or the YDSS to Lake Ontario.

In the Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (2017), section 4.2.10, Climate
Change, has a number of subsections that are important to consider, particularly
subsections ¢, €, f, and h.

In the Greenbelt Plan (2017), section 4.2 Infrastructure also refers to Climate Change in
the last paragraph. York Region needs to increase the “resiliency of infrastructure” ...” to
reduce the risk of harm to life and property and decrease the need for costly repairs or
replacement resulting from extreme weather events. Identifying infrastructure risks and
vulnerabilities and undertaking climate change adaptation strategies can help mitigate the
impacts of climate change.”

Not all of the current homes in Nobleton have been connected to the sanitary sewer
treatment plant. However, the Township of King Council promised that they would be
connected eventually. Allocation must be reserved for these homes, before any other
developments may occur.

I am attaching a report by Emil Frind, PhD, P. Eng., Frind and Associates, Waterloo in
2007 for the Environment Assessment for Nobleton’s Water Supply. This report was
commissioned by Nobleton Alert Residents Association Inc. Many of his comments are
still relevant and I would ask the consultants to consider the points raised in his report.

The Township of King has hired consultants to figure out how stormwater is getting into
the sanitary sewer pipes, as too much water is coming to the sewage treatment plant
during storm events. These consultants have been inspecting the manholes for the
sanitary sewer in Nobleton for a long time. It seems that this is not easy for them to solve,
as I have been hearing of this problem for a long time. How can we even consider
installing more pipes until we know what the problem with the current pipes is?



10. The handout sheet given out at the EA Open House, Alternative Solutions Evaluation
Criteria Survey, asks which criteria are most important to us. All of the criteria listed are
very important to me. However, I do want to emphasize the importance of the regulatory
requirements.

Personal Asides

A) I was taken aback when I was at the Open House on Feb. 29, 2019, when the consultant
insisted that Nobleton had to grow because the Province had dictated growth to Nobleton
and therefore the servicing had to accommodate whatever the Province wanted to 2041.
The Province has not dictated what population that Nobleton should have. If it turns out
that the restrictions on water and wastewater servicing make it impossible to meet any
population targets set by York Region for King Township and thereby downloaded to
Nobleton, then the population will have to be redistributed to other areas of York Region,
not dumped on King City. The Growth Plan is quite clear that the Township of King is
NOT expected to grow much.

B) I was further taken aback when I was listening to a woman without a name tag who was
talking with a resident about the distribution list of letters alerting people to the EA. She
insisted that the distribution list should include people outside of the Nobleton Urban
Area Boundary but who may be impacted by the sanitary sewer pipe going outside of the
boundary over to the Sanitary Sewage Plant. When I asked why she did not have a name
tag, she responded that she was actually a consultant for a developer. I was not expecting
that the developer’s consultant would be acting as if she were one of the consultants for
this EA. In my opinion, she should not be involved in this EA, other than as a participant.

C) My husband received a notice in the mail about this EA, but I did not. We are co-owners
of our Nobleton home. Why did my husband get a letter and I did not? Is it commonplace
for York Region to send out notices to only one of the owners?

Please keep me posted as to the date of the next public meeting. I would suggest that the next one
be an actual meeting where the consultants present some info, and that the public can ask
questions and hear the questions posed by their neighbours. That way, the residents can learn the
most and participate the best. Please do not allow developers’ consultants to take over this EA.

Summary of Conclusions and Recommendations

1. The field exploration suggests that the Scarborough aquifer has an adequate capacity to
provide a sustainable water source for the planned growth of the Community of Nobleton
up to 2021. A concern is that in none of the tests, the drawdown has stabilized.

2. Model predictions relating to the local area of Nobleton should be considered as
preliminary due to a lack of sufficient data for local-scale aquifer characterization and
model calibration.

3. Water balance calculations for that part of the Scarborough aquifer that serves as a water
source for Nobleton should be carried out to further clarify the issue of water
sustainability and to facilitate the cumulative assessment of all impacts.

4. A field exploration program should be carried out before the end of the current planning
period (i.e. 2021) to acquire the data needed for a reliable characterization of the aquifer
system at the local scale. This information will be needed if further growth beyond 2021
is contemplated.



Introduction

, representing the Nobleton Alert Residents Association, has asked me to
review plans for a new water supply for the Community of Nobleton, York Region. In particular,
concerns were expressed about the long-term sustainability of the water supply.

I am a Professor Emeritus at the Department of Earth Sciences of the University of Waterloo.
My area of research specialization is groundwater resources and groundwater modelling, and I
have been teaching this subject for well over 30 years. For the last 12 years, my work has
focused on groundwater protection. With this experience, I feel that I am qualified to evaluate
the available information in the light of the residents’ concerns.

Accordingly, I have reviewed the sections relating to groundwater of the “Class Environmental
Assessment and Water Resources Exploration for Water Supply and Storage in the Community
of Nobleton”, prepared by MMM Group Ltd., Thornhill, and dated September 25, 2007 (below
referred to as “the MMM Report”). In the course of the review, I have had several discussions
with Mr. Murray Gomer, the MMM Senior Project Manager. The main sections relating to water
sustainability are Section 4 and parts of Sections 5 and 6 in the main part of the MMM Report, as
well as Appendix E of that report, Groundwater Resource Exploration. Beyond the MMM
Report, I have also considered concerns of the residents in regard to the potential impact of the
sanitary sewer installation and the discontinuance of the septic system on aquifer recharge

For the purpose of this review, I have, in consultation with the client, defined “long-term
sustainability” as “the sustainable use of groundwater at amounts sufficient for the requirements
of the community, without significant effects on existing users and the natural environment, until
the year 2021".

The following sums up my findings relating to groundwater sustainability.

The MMM Report

The community with a present population of about 3600 (in 2005; Table 1 p. 9 MMM Report) is
currently served by two wells, with a combined operational capacity of 3929 m*/d. By 2021, the
population is expected to have grown to 6500, and the maximum day demand is anticipated to be
4460 m*/d (Table 1 p. 9, MMM Report). Relevant quantities to be considered are the average day
demand, the peak maximum day demand, and the firm capacity (the capacity of the system with
the largest capacity well out of service).

The groundwater system in the Nobleton study area consists of six main units. These are the
three aquifers: the Oak Ridges Moraine aquifer, the Thorncliffe aquifer, and the Scarborough
aquifer; and three aquitards: the Halton Till, the Newmarket Till, and the Sunnybrook Diamict
(pp. 31-36 MMM Report; pp. 8-22 App. E). The aquifers are generally confined except for parts
of the ORM to the north of Nobleton. Groundwater flow is generally to the south in all three
aquifers. In the Scarborough aquifer, the horizontal gradient increases from 0.006 to 0.012
towards the south over the Nobleton area. The ORM acts as a recharge layer to the lower layers,



except in the vicinity of streams. The aquifer/aquitard system is underlain by impermeable
bedrock. Stratigraphic cross-sections are shown in Figs. 7 and 8, App. E.

A detailed groundwater exploration program was carried out by the consultant, resulting in the
identification of a new well site (the B-site) that would meet the requirements for a secure water
supply for the given planning horizon (p. 58 MMM Report). The Scarborough aquifer, which
already hosts the two existing wells, was also chosen as the target aquifer for the new well. At
the selected site, a 6-inch diameter pilot well installed and tested at 655, 982, and 1309 m?/d for
25 minutes each, with 10 to 12 minutes recovery allowed between tests. A second step rate test
was done with 1307, 1633, 1964 m?/d for 30, 30, and 330 minutes. In both tests, the drawdown
did not stabilize during the test period. Details are given in Appendix E, pp. 39-41.

A 12-inch diameter well (NG4-PW) was then installed and tested with four 90-min steps at 1634,
2124, 2769 m*/d. The well was not allowed to recover between steps, but at end of test, the water
level recovered to within 5% of original static level. A final test was intended to be run over 72.5
hours at a rate of 2619 m?®/d; this rate was lowered to 2422 m*/d, and then lowered again to 1944

m?3/d when the drawdown in the well exceeded 60 m, becoming a risk to the pump. The available
drawdown in the Scarborough aquifer is about 70 m. Details of these tests are given in Appendix
E, pp. 48-51.

The final test indicates that the aquifer is capable of supporting at least a pumping rate of 1944
m?/d, the lowest of the rates used in the test, which about equals the projected average day
demand. The maximum drawdown in the well during this test was about 60 m, while the
drawdown in nearby monitoring wells was about 6 m (Municipal Well Records, attached to App.
E). This suggests that the capacity of the aquifer to provide a sustainable water source for the
planning period up to 2021 should be adequate.

A concern is that in none of the tests, the drawdown was allowed to stabilize. The behaviour of
the response is consistent with the presence of an impermeable boundary, which could be the
side of a buried bedrock valley. The present hydrogeologic interpretation of the Scarborough
aquifer (Fig. 14, App. E) does not show such a boundary.

The system performance has been modelled using a 3D steady-state groundwater model (p. 88
App. E). A partial calibration appears to have been carried out by feeding transmissivity values
obtained from the pumping tests into the model (pers. communication, Murray Gomer). In
addition to the existing condition, two scenarios were run: Simulation 1 with both existing wells
and the new well pumping at 663 m*/d for a total of 1990 m*/d, equalling the future average day
demand; and Simulation 2 with NOB2-PW at 2592 m*/d, NOB3-PW at 2160 m?/d, and the new
well NB4-PW at 2592 m?/d, for a total of 7344 m>®/d, totalling the permitted rate of 7344 m*/d (p.
89-90, App. E). The additional drawdown (compared to existing pumping) for the Thornhill and
Scarborough aquifers is shown in Figs. 44 and 45, App. E. According to the model, the
incremental drawdown in the pumped aquifer under the lower pumping rate is less than 1 m. For
the higher pumping rate, the drawdown is not shown on the basis that this pumping rate would
not be used on a long-term basis. Wellhead protection areas corresponding to the higher pumping
rates are shown in Figs. 46, 47, and 48, App. E. To account for uncertainty, a safety factor of 2
has been applied (pers. communication, Murray Gomer).



The model was also used to predict the effect of pumping on streamflow (Fig. 49 App. E). The
modelled effects are small and somewhat erratic and as such could well be the result of random
numerical error. In any case, a reasonable conclusion is that that no significant effect on
streamflow should be expected on account of the pumping. This conclusion would be consistent
with the fact that in the Nobleton area, the pumped aquifer is separated from the surficial system
by two aquitards.

Sewers and Septic Systems

The following is not contained in the MMM Report, but was brought to my attention by the
client. Nobleton is presently on septic systems, but it will shortly receive sewers. Concern has
been expressed by the residents about water leakage into the sanitary sewers and the effect of this
leakage on long-term sustainability. The issue of infiltration and inflow into sanitary sewers is
explained in a report by Gore and Storrie Ltd. to the Municipality of Metro Toronto, dated Sept.
1992. A value of infiltration to be used for design purposes is found in a Memo from Rob
Flindall, Director of Operations, Township of King, dated December 1, 2003, who also refers to
the MOE Design Manual for Sewage Works. The value suggested is 227 litres/capita/day, which
would provide a safe sewer capacity allowing for a worst-case scenario. Since this figure is of
the same order of magnitude as the per capita water use, the concern about this apparent water
loss is understandable.

It appears that this design figure accounts for both infiltration (inward leakage) and inflow due to
surface flooding and ponding during storms. I would therefore interpret the above information as
meaning that a total extraneous inflow into the sanitary sewer of 227 L/c/d might occur during
extreme weather conditions, while during normal conditions, it would be much less.
Furthermore, the till in which the sewers will be buried has a low hydraulic conductivity, so
leakage from the groundwater into the sewer will be constrained.

However, the sewer pipe itself may be placed in a gravel bed that may act as a drain. In this way,
precipitation falling near the sewer line would be drained away by the sewer bed, thus reducing
the overall recharge to the groundwater. Whether this significantly affects the long-term
sustainability of the water supply depends on the local change and the area affected. Because the
Scarborough aquifer is likely recharged from a larger area than the area of Nobleton itself, the
impact my not be significant, but this remains to be shown. A good way to evaluate this impact
would be by applying the groundwater model with the sewer lines represented as constant-head
drains.

Concern has also been expressed about the fact that the present septic system represents a source
of recharge that will be missing once the community is on sewers. It is true that septic discharge
is a form of recharge that will eventually reach the pumped aquifer. In effect, water is being
withdrawn from the aquifer system, some of this is lost to evapotranspiration, and the rest is
recharged to the surficial system. An assessment of the importance of this missing component of
recharge would follow along the same lines as that of the impact of the sewer lines discussed
above. Because the area affected in relation to the overall recharge area for the Scarborough



aquifer is probably small, the impact is likely not significant; however, once again this needs to
be shown. The procedure for evaluation would be the same as that for the impact of the sewer
lines. The two types of impact could be handled together in the same model run, with the
discontinuance of the septic system represented as a local change in the recharge.

Discussion

The information provided in the MMM Report suggests that the Scarborough aquifer has the
capacity to provide for the water needs of the community at least until 2021. The key factor in
support is the available drawdown of about 70 m in the aquifer. In the final pumping test, the
drawdown at the well itself was about 60 m, while the drawdown at a monitoring well in the
aquifer was about 6 m.

An element of uncertainty remains due to the fact that in none of the pumping tests, the
drawdown in the well stabilized. A continuing drawdown would infer an impermeable boundary
condition in the aquifer, which could be in the form of a steep side of the buried bedrock valley
somewhere in the area. Although the incremental drawdown at the end of each test was small,
and the expectation is that the drawdown will eventually stabilize, a worst-case scenario could be
hypothesized where a second impermeable boundary condition might be encountered and the
drawdown would then increase further.

The modelling was done with the Oak Ridges Moraine model. To my understanding, this model
has been calibrated at the large regional scale and it can be considered valid at this scale.
However, although local transmissivity data have been used, it cannot be considered as fully
validated at the local scale of the Nobleton study site. Full calibration might involve, for
example, the simulation of the final pumping test and matching the observed response at the
monitoring wells with the model. This procedure normally requires adjusting the local model
parameters until a reasonable match between observation and simulation is obtained. It is
standard practice to show calibration results by a plot of simulated versus observed values. No
such plot has been found in the MMM Report.

The difficulty with a full calibration for the Nobleton site is that the model response will
probably be controlled by the boundary conditions encountered during the pumping tests.
Unfortunately, there is no information as to the location and configuration of these boundaries,
so efforts toward a better local calibration may not be successful. Therefore, the development of
a truly representative model may have to await better data on the local hydrogeologic system,
including the configuration of the inferred bedrock valley. At present, the thickness of the
Scarborough aquifer is interpreted as smoothly varying (Fig. 14, App. E), which is probably
unrealistic.

In view of this dilemma, it is important to fully understand the limitations of the present model
with respect to local predictions. The predicted additional drawdown due to new pumping (Figs.
44 and 45, App. E) is probably reasonable, although it could well be somewhat larger if the
bedrock valley boundary condition were represented in the model. Therefore, some interference



with private wells cannot be ruled out. Mitigative measures are discussed in the MMM Report
(p- 99 App. E).

The predicted wellhead protection areas (Figs, 46, 47, 48, App. E) are more problematic, because
the calculated velocities that underlie the well capture zone delineation are much more
susceptible to errors in the conceptual model than the hydraulic heads. The modellers have
incorporated a safety factor of 2 into the capture zone calculations (personal communication,
Murray Gomer); whether this is enough is difficult to say. In any case, the wellhead protection
areas should be considered as preliminary, pending the acquisition of better and more complete
hydrogeologic data. The need to continually update the database is already acknowledged in the
MMM Report (p. 2 App. E).

The model, however, could be used very effectively in its present form to give a better and more
quantitative understanding of sustainability of the groundwater source. This could be done by
showing a water balance for the part of the Scarborough aquifer that serves as a water source for
Nobleton. Such a water balance would involve the water that flows in the aquifer beneath the
town, the recharge to that part of the aquifer, the pumpage, and the discharge to streams or as
seepage from exposed parts of the aquifer to the south of Nobleton. Because the aquifer is
confined in the Nobleton area itself as well as in the upgradient area, it is entirely recharged by
leakage through the overlying aquitards. Since leakage amounts are generally small per unit area,
this means that the area providing the recharge is probably fairly large. In my estimation, it
should be considerably larger than the study area selected by the consultants, and it should
extend to the north of the study area. The relevant part of the aquifer can be identified by running
particles from the east and west boundaries of the study area in the upgradient and downgradient
directions until they intercept the ground surface. This procedure would delineate a large
streamtube carrying all the water that flows through the aquifer within the study area, from the
point where it enters the aquifer to the point where it discharges to surface water downgradient.
For this type of calculation, the model would be used in a regional mode, for which it has been
calibrated. Accordingly, water balance calculations as suggested here can be expected to be
reliable and valid. An example of a water balance calculation at the regional scale is given by
Beckers and Frind (2001).

This modelling exercise should also include the effects of the sanitary sewer lines and the
discontinuance of the septic discharge on the aquifer recharge. For this purpose, the model can
be used in its current semi-calibrated form.

The benefit of such a water balance would be a realistic understanding of the water available in
the aquifer. In my estimation, the water withdrawn by pumping should be a small part of the total
water available in the aquifer; however, this needs to be shown. This exercise would provide a
better understanding of the meaning of long-term water sustainability, and it would facilitate
cumulative calculations where the various forms of water use are compared to the total water
available.

Another item of useful information would the isotopic analysis of the water in the Scarborough
aquifer to determine the age of the water. Water age is a key quantity in the reliable calibration



of a groundwater model, and it is the only way to independently validate the delineation of a
wellhead protection area (Frind et al., 2002).

Conclusions and Recommendations

On the basis of the available information, the Scarborough aquifer appears to have an adequate
capacity to provide a sustainable water source for the planned growth of the Community of
Nobleton up to 2021. The key factor is the available drawdown. A concern is that in none of the
tests conducted, the drawdown in the well has stabilized. No information is available about the
boundary that is interpreted to be the cause of the continuing drawdown. Because of this
uncertainty, problems of interference with private wells are possible.

Caution should be applied in using the model results because the model has been calibrated only
on the regional scale, not on the local scale. Accordingly, wellhead protection areas delineated in
the MMM Report (App. E) should be considered as preliminary. Final wellhead protection areas
may be larger.

To further support the assurance of long-term sustainability, water balance calculations using the
model and focusing on the part of the pumped aquifer supplying the Nobleton water system
should be done. In such calculations, the effects of the sanitary sewer lines and the
discontinuance of septic discharge on the aquifer recharge should be included. Only in this way
can long-term cumulative impacts due to various water uses be evaluated quantitatively.

For the period beyond 2021, the community may opt for no further growth, but if further growth
is anticipated, initial preparations should be considered now. An issue of highest priority for this
time frame of the coming decade is to acquire more accurate and detailed data for characterizing
the aquifer system in the Nobleton area and its surroundings. In particular, an effort should be
made to identify the buried bedrock valley as it will increasingly control the pumping response.
Geophysical methods should be considered. Age-dating of the groundwater should also be
included.

For the purpose of planning beyond the year 2021, an environmentally sound approach
consistent with this age of increasing environmental awareness would be to first evaluate the
sustainable capacity of the groundwater system and then plan future growth on the basis of that
capacity.
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
